 Under the NSS education, students are

encouraged to build up a profile to record and
reflect on their learning experiences and
achievements. The content may include brief
Information about:

— Academic performance in school;

— Other Learning Experiences

— Awards/ achievements gained outside schools

« Heads of Universities Committee (HUCOM)
will recognise SLP as a document of good
reference value in admission process.
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Hong Kong Diploma of Secondary
Education (HKDSE) Examination

« Standards-referenced reporting
— based on level descriptors

— candidates’ results indicate the standards
achieved in terms of knowledge and skills

— Independent of the performance of other
candidates

— enable stakeholders know exactly what the
candidates know

« Student performance to be reported with
reference to five defined levels:
-1,2,3,4,5
— Top Level 5 students awarded 5*, 5**
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1subjects: Chin, Eng, Maths (some with
extended modules, LS)
